Housino Grant Allocations

The Council has received confirmation that we can proceed with allocating
650/o of last year's funds for works to be carried out in 2073. This is in
expectation that this year's allocation, yet to be confirmed, will at least

Works typically involve insulation, upgrades of windows and doors and
installation of heat pumps (renewable energy heating systems), as
committed to under the Prograrnme for Government. Main aim of the
retrofits is to reach a BER of B2.

Industry 4.O I 5.O Smart Digitalisation

Digital operations encompass end-to-end digitization and data
tn ration of the value chain offerin di ita I ucts and services
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operating connected physical and virtual assets, transforming and
integrating all operations and internal activities, building
partnerships, and optimizing customer-facing activities. Known now
as Industry 4.O and this is in transition now to Industry 5.0 reflecting
the speed of change in the sector.

Mastering Industry 4.0/5.O requires a deep understanding of
collaboration, the commitment of top management, and a clear
business strategy to make the transition. Companies that fail to
embrace this radical change will likely struggle to survive.

The digital transformation to Industry 4.0 starts with collecting data,
then adds artificial intelligence to make sense of that data, Smart
factories employ IoT devices that connect machines and computers
to get a clear picture of the manufacturing facility with real-time
data.

The Government has issued a National Smart Specialisation Strategy
for innovation 2022-2A27. The Southern Region has a plan for the
development of a smart specialisation strategy, In order to expand
the understanding of the topic businesses in County Tipperary will be
targeted for an event in Limerick U.L. that will showcase examples in
May and in Septernber an event will be hosted in County Tipperary
that will provide information on the opportunity of Smart
Specialisation for businesses in the county and details of any specific
supports available for same.

Broadband Digital connectivity -
or'smart infrastructure' or'digital infrastructure' - is the utility of the
twenty-first century. It underpins every aspect of the modern
economy and all aspects of smart cities. This includes cellular
wireless - 2G, 3G, 4G, and 5G - and Wi-Fi, wired (including full-fibre)
technologies, Internet of Things (IoT), and emerging non-terrestrial
networks such as low-earth orbit satellites.

Digital connectivity is being delivered across the State primarily
through Commercial investment of tin telecommunications industry,
The government will take measures to drive increased Gigabit and
5G connectivity, including complementing commercial investment in
infrastructure with Government-led initiatives and facilitati ng other
strategic enablers.

These Government-led initiatives include:

a. the deployment of Gigabit network services through the National
Broadband Plan's State-led Intervention to primarily rural areas
covering circa 23o/a of the premises across the State;

b" ensuring 5G Spectrum continues to be made available, with
appropriate coverage and deployment obligations

The National Broadband Plan (NBP) is the government's initiative to
deliver high-speed broadband services to all premises in Ireland.
This will be delivered through investment by commercial enterprises
coupled with Intervention by the State in those parts of the country
where private companies have no plans to invest.

High-Speed Broadband will be delivered to every premise in Ireland
through a combination of -

a. Commercial investment by the telecommunications sector

b. State Intervention in those areas where commercial providers
acting alone will not provide this service

NBP - State led-Intervention Area

To deliver the National Broadband Plan (NBP) State-led-Intervention
Area, the Department of the Environment, Climate and
Communications DECC went throu hari rous rocurement



process to choose a company to build, operate and maintain a high-
speed broadband network.

On 19 November 2Ot9, the government signed the contract for the
National Broadband Plan IA.

Following the award of the contract, Granahan McCourt incorporated
a new Irish registered company, National Broadband Ireland - NBI'*
to build, operate and maintain the network. They are now designing
and preparing to build and operate lreland's new high-speed fibre
broadband network in the intervention area. Their partners include
KN Group, Actavo, TLI and Secto. A fifth Build Sub-Contractor,
Gaeltec, has recently been added to the panel. Nokia is providing all
the active equipment for the project and 4Site is NBI's network
design partner.

In total, there are over 30,349 premises located in the National
Broadband Plan's State -led Intervention Area (NBP IA) in County

Improved connectivity and digital innovation will help communities
to have greater outreaeh.
